Legislative Update
Economic & Government Affairs Committee

By Stephen T. Holzer, Committee Chair

The Committee continues to tackle issues of particular concern to Calabasas business
as well as to keep abreast of issues of general concern.

At our May meeting, the Committee received a status report from Randal Orton of the
Las Virgenes Municipal Water District regarding proposed restrictions on nitrate and
phosphorous discharge into Malibu Creek.  As alluded to previously in this column, these
restrictions, if enacted, could result in a tripling of water rates in the areas served by the
water district, including of course Calabasas.

The Committee also discussed with Tom Bartlett of the Calabasas City Planning
Department the present status of the Malibu Valley Inn project.  The City is now con-
sidering community comments on the project’s recently-issued draft Environmental
Impact Report; and a decision will be forthcoming in 6-8 weeks about whether or not
those comments require any major reworking of the EIR.

An important part of the Committee’s work is also to review actions taken by the
United Chambers of Commerce of the San Fernando Valley, of which the Calabasas
Chamber is a member.  Recently, UCC endorsed the Central American Free Trade
Agreement; the preservation of the old railway station in North Hollywood; and the
renaming of a Valley high school in honor of Amelia Earhart.  UCC also endorsed various
redistricting principles regarding legislative districts but did not take a position on
Governor Schwarzenegger’s proposal to put redistricting in the hands of retired Judges.

UCC is presently studying various health-care proposals now pending in the State leg-
islature, in particular proposals by Sen. Kuehl and Assembly Members Richman and
Nation.  These proposals would, if enacted, have a dramatic effect on the provision of
health-care services in California and potentially on the cost of doing business in the State.
