Reportsirom store owners and community members to the Chamber have revealed $iiat thiee
currently imposed on recycled paper caotyt bags is aoally deterring some people from shopping in
CalabasasEGAC is available to discuss concerns about this topic.

The EGAC Motion passed on December 5, 2011, recommends ti$. iifefee imposed on recycled
paper carryout bags, be eliminated in the CitZafabasas. Recycled paper carryout bags made from
100% total recycled content with 40% pasinsumer recycled content, should be distributed, without
charge to customers.
